The productive role comprises work done by
both women and men for payment in cash and
kind. It includes both market production with
an exchange value and subsistance/home
production with an actual use-value, but also
a potential exchange value. For women in
agricultural production this includes work as
independent farmers, Peasant’s wives and
wage workers.
The ideology of patriarchy has served to
reinforce the popular stereotype of the male
breadwinner. Throughout the world most low-
income women have an important productive
role. Nevertheless, the rigidity of gender
division of labour has ensured that although
this is the one area in which both men and
women work, they do so unequally.
Definitions of ‘productive’ work are brought
with complexcities Productive work in broadly
defined as a task of activity which generates
income and therefore has an exchange value,

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either actual or potential. This is most visible
in cash economies and by contrast, least soin
subsistance production. It includes work in both
the formal and informal sectors as well as in
family enterprises. In the latter case it may not
be perceived of as work with an exchange
value since work undertaken does not set a
wage.

Many feminists have argued that since the
reproduction of labour involves several
productive tasks, a dualist division such as that
between production and reproduction, is not
helpful. They claim that reproductive work is
also productive. Because its domain in the
production of use--values under non wages
relation, it is not identified as ‘productive’ work.
In developing the conceptual principles for
gender planning the purpose of distinguishing
between women’s productive and reproductive
role is precisely to highlight the multiple form
of women’s work. This reveals the sever
limitations of contemporary planning
categories which is emphasizing the
differences between men’s productive work
and women’s reproduction work have so
effectively rendered women productive work
invisibly. The purpose of this simplification
therefore is not to under value or ignore the
importance of production for use value.
